Within 30 days after accomplishing the inspection required by 
paragraph A. of this AD, submit a report of the complete findings 
of inspections from which it is determined that the secondary 
f u e l  barrier is not properly applied, to: Manager, Seattle 
Aircraft Certification Office, FAA, Northwest Mountain Region, 
1601 Lind Avenue SW., Renton, Washington 98055; rapid fax: (206) 
227-1181; telex 756366.

C. An al ternate  means of compliance or adjustment o f  the compliance 
time, which provides an acceptable level of safety, may be used 
when approved by the Manager, Seattle Aircraft Certification 
Office (ACO), FAA, Transport Airplane Directorate.

ACO, and a copy sent to the cognizant FAA Principal Inspector (PI). 
The PI will then forward comments or concurrence to the Seattle 
ACO . 

D. Special f l i g h t  permits may be issued in accordance with FAR 
21.197 and 21.199 to operate airplanes to a base in order to 
comply with the requirements of this AD.
