The
left hand side still has the keel beam chord attached to the
underside of the skin panel but the chord is separated from the
keel beam and internal diagonal brace and is bent upward approx.
5". The internal stiffener at BL 0 is deflected up at the fwd
fracture. All the fractures on the edge of this segment are
