This section of the front gpar consists of one stiffener at RBL
57.50 which is adjacent to CW-519. The section separated from the
upper skin along the spar chord radius. The web piece is roughly
23" wide by 17" high.

The section of the web remained attached tc the upper portion of

the stiffener. This web separated from the upper skin at the upper
chord and the stiffener bent outboard 45 degrees at 63" from the
bottom. The aft flange of the stiffener (in dry bay area) suffered
impact damage at 63" from the bottom. The impact damage is about

1.5" wide. The remaining front spar web separated from the
stiffener and the rivet fracture exhibits shear failure towards the
inboard side.
